KEY FINDINGS

Graph: Excelis Maxx treated urea  improved yield 127 and 1,629 lbs for main crop over untreated urea rates of 135 and 225 

lbs, respectively. The Gross Revenue above was calculated at $12.50/cwt for rice with Excelis Maxx retail cost of $240/gallon.
